Approach for Curriculum Implementation

The MSBTE has designed its curriculum by adopting Systems Approach.
The same approach has been considered while considering Curriculum
Implementation. The salient features from the diagram are as follows. The
customer of the system is industry and community that requires competent
technical manpower. In order to produce the desired output, curriculum
implementation process should be well planned and executed. The diagram
shows sequential learning process, from state level planning to students’
meaningful learning. To carry out the educational processes, the enabling
processes have been identified as shown in the diagram. To ensure effective
curriculum implementation, the management structure has been proposed
under the control of MSBTE such as RBTE, RCC, ICIU, EAMC and IAMC. The
mechanism proposed will ensure the quality of the processes.
